FULLY HUMAN
1. > Scenes of partying and having a good time and hooking up with someone, all raises the

questions about what it means to be fully human. The temptation is to ignore your conscience or sense of Higher Purpose, sacrificing what it
means to be human. Which leads a person to act much like ... an animal.

2. > In the ancient Greek world, people used a phrase to describe what it means to be human. “Food for the stomach
and the stomach for food.” See | Cor. 6:13. The problem is that this view is rooted in a low view of human nature. We are just a collection of
physical needs. This view teaches that people cannot transcend the physical dimensions of their existence. It views people much like animals.
Give in and let your cravings rule us.

3. > Deny the physical and the failure to acknowledge that our sexuality if central to what makes us human. We try
to deny and stuff and repress, but that never works because it fails to acknowledge what is central to being a human being. Turn your sexuality
off and pretend to be angel.

4, > We have a spiritual dimension that is more than animals or angels. We have a
consciousness, a transcendence. We are created in God’s image. When we deny the spiritual dimension to our existence, we end up living
like animals (Eccl. 3:21). And when we deny the physical, sexual dimension to our existence, we end up living like angels. There are two
extremes, denying our sexuality or being driven by it, and then there’s the vast space in between. God made us human (I Timothy 4:1-5).

LIVING WITH THE TENSION
1. > The impulse in our world when faced tension is to come up with the seven steps of the
formula so that if you do things in the right order the tension will go away. But that doesn’t always work. One of the marks of someone who
has experienced significant growth in their soul is their ability to live in the midst of tension.

2. > Whatever you struggle with, whatever you have questions about, you are not alone. It
doesn’t matter how dark it is or how much shame or weakness or regret it involves, you are not alone.
3. > Some of the most comforting words in the universe! Your struggle is someone else’s struggle. Others

have been down the same road. The truth is, we’re crammed full of sexual energy. It's how we’re made. We have cravings and desires and
urges and temptations that can easily consume us and make us feel helpless in their presence. We have to talk about what we do with the
forces that rage within us. We have to get it out or we will begin to die on the inside.

4. > Each thing God creates and sets in motion is a step, a progression away from the chaos and disorder
toward order and harmony. Either we’re acting in ways that move us away from the chaos or we’re contributing to the chaos and lack of
order.

1. > Fasting from sex until marriage helps to ensure you are a healthy person.

2. > Sex has a moral dimension to it, but it is equally an issue of wisdom. Sexual sin may sound “old fashioned” but
what it really means is any kind of sexual expression which goes against God’s goodness for us, therefore causing profound harm and relational
breakdown. Sin always goes against God’s best. It will leech the life and joy right out of us.
